The three Australia v lsrael international matches
which brought the 1971 season to an interesting climax
could well be regarded as a complete flop by some
critics,

When the Israelis were brought to Australie, thoir visit was
pxpoctod to yeld thre2 bepefits to the code hare,

The benelits? First — the tour was planned 1o produce cash for
the slways hard-up Australion Soccer Fedorotion, Second ~ the
games wore essential to give Australia’s intornatianal team msch-
needed match practice against suitably strong opposition, Third
peversl of the young players on the fringe of national selection
for Australia were expected to be blooded in the demanding
stmosphere of international matches,

So how did Australian soccer make out on these three
counts? As the ASF will ruetully confirm, there was pracious
little money made out of lsrael’s visit. The crowds in Brisbane,
Sydney and Melbourns were too small to boost the Federation’s
bank balance.

Another disappointmant was the wastod opporiunity of awing
our young near-internationals their chance against lsraol, Sure,
there wern players like Ernie Campbell, Brian Turner, Terry
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This dramatic con!ronmnun between lsrael’s Yeshayhue Schwager and roferee Tony Boskovic at the Sydney Sports Ground leaves littie
to the imagination. Schwager obviously was unhappy abaut the incident in which Australia’s Max Tolson clashed with Israell goalkeeper

Butler and Bugsy Niskohus in the squad, but they spent the tour
trnining and watching from the bench.

So Israel's visit to Australia, a financial disappointment and a
wante of time as for as the young players were concorned, provided
only one mal benefit. It gave Australia’s international players
excellent match practice against the team we shall probably have
10 overcama to reach the 1974 World Cup finals in West Germany,
Perhaps we should be thankful for small mercies,

Any assessment of Australin's performances in the series —
® draw, a win, and a loss must take into account |srael's
handicaps. Undoubtedly our wisitors’ main problem was thair
lnck of match condition, a problem which was gradually con-
quared as the tour progressed. They were also hit by the absence
of & faw key playors.

In fairness 1o Australia, though, it must be mentionad that
the home team was handicappad much more severely by the
nonappearance of key men, For instance, Jack Reilly, Col
Curran, John Roche, Allan Marnoch, John Watkiss and John
Warren are |ust some of the rwop-class national-team stars who
did not frant for the Israeli tour matches.

There s little doubt that Australio’s finest tour 80 minutes
vas at Lang Park, Brisbane, in the opening game. Although the
scOre was an uninspiring 2-2, that score does not toll the rue

Marconl  made three significant
close-season signings - two players and
a coach, The coach, of course, is
Role Rasic, the man who guides
Australin’s international soocer destiny. The players are inter-
national calibre, too.

Marconl Fairfield pald almost $9,000 w0 lure centre-hall
Peter Witson and centre-forward Max Tolson from South Coast
United, Just before buying that palr, Rasic insisted no player
In Austrolls was worth $5000 — but he must have gane very
close to his “limit" 10 recruit Wilson and Tolson,

Last year, Marconi were an above-average side, possibly a little
unfortunate to miss the top four series. Indeed, had they not
made the oxtraordinary decision to dispense with coach Les
Scheinflug during the sesson, there is little doubt Marconi would
have been in the semi-final round robin,

Logically, than, Marconl aré going to be stronger this year —
because they have all their 1971 stars available — plus Wilson
and Tolson, It would take g brove mon 1o bet against their
winning something,

Hakoah, too, look as powerful as ever. In fact, with wee
Bobby Collins now coaching last year's premiers — and surely,
he will play for Hakoah as well — Hakoah are going to be a most
difficult side to topple in 1972

detractors claimed they surprised many opposing teams, merely
because nobody expected second division upstarts to have the
cheek to go in search of honours in the top division,.

tha lsreell team was givoen something of o soccer lesson in
Brisbane. -

If we forgat the poor handling of goalkeeper Roger
Romanowicz, there was hardly an Australian player who did
not shine that night. And the brightest of the whole bunch
was the man who came back — Victorian winger Billy Vojtek,
Inconsistent at times in the post, Voltek ran rings around
Israel’s defenders in probably the greatest game he has ever played
for his country. Indeed Vojtek made such a mug of experienced
left-back Bello, that the Israeli defender resorted in the second
half to some desperately fiece tackling which might have garned
his dismissal had & tougher referee been in charge. But Vince
Daobinson leaned over backwards to be kind to the visiting team.

Max Tolson, another forward who spposred to be on the
International scrap heap, gave Vojtek tremendous support and
worried the life out of lsrael’s defence. Jimmy Mackay, too,
turned on o tremendous display for the home team,

The second match in Sydney came as something of an anti-
climax because the Australions could not produce again the form
they had shown in Brisbane,

However a solitary goal, by Alan Ainslie, gave Australla a
1-0 victory to add to their 2-2 draw, and with two matches
played, Israel were still unable to record a8 win over the team
they dumped from the 1970 World Cup eliminations.

It is difficult to pinpoint just where we went astray at the
Sydney Sports Ground, but there is little doubt that the
tourists were getting bettor with sach match, And It was expecting
a lot for Australia to supply two sizzling performances in
succession.

Almost before the players had left the field in Sydney,
coach Rale Rasic had docided he would make no change in
Australia’s line-up for the third, and deciding, tour match in
Melbourne a week [ater, Rasic oxplained: “"We are playing
full international matches, and for that reason alone, | must
sglect my strongest 11 men, You do not make experiments in
international fixtures,”

| believe he was wrong, Particularly in view of the first two
results in this series. Rasic had everything to gain and nothing to
lose by picking two or three of his younger players for the third
match.

If we won or drew with an experimental side, It would have
beon a great feather in Australia’s cap, More important, even if
we had lost, there would have been no rocriminations if the
object had been the blooding of inexperienced youngsters.

However, Rale Rasic, the man in sole contral, was the only
person who had to make the big decision, and he showed courage
In sticking to a policy which he believed to be correct.

It is now history that Israel gave Australia a terrible time In
the third international at Olympic Park, Melbourne. Even though
skipper Mordechai Shpigler had departed for a testimonial match
In London, the lsraeli side clicked right from the kick-off, In
overy department, they were superior to the locals, and the final
3-1 score was, If anything, a little flattering to Australis.

With about 10 minutes left for play at Olympic Park, Rale
Rasic at last decided to give a couple of his young players a run,
He brought on Ernie Campbell and Brian Turner, It was too late,
of course, for anyone to retrieve s hopeless situation, but the
newcomers produced a& healthy upward curve in Australia’s per-
formance graph in the closing minutes of the match.

In the season due 10 start soon, Australia’s international
players seem likely to be concerned, in the main, with Asian
opposition, Plans are being made for matches sgainst nations
such as Jopan, South Kores, Hong Kong and Malaysia, This s
good. It will give Rale Rasic a chance to assess tho standing
of several countries |ust as keen as Australia on making the
World Cup finals in West Germany,

Let us hopa the lessons of the lsraeli tour will have been
well learned before Australis jets to Asia,
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What went wrong ?

The announcement that Manchester United will not
tour Australia this year may have come as a blow to the
Australian Soccer Federation — but it should not have
surprised soccer fans,

With alarming consistency over the past fow years, the
handling of tour arrangements has been fifth rate. Just recall
what has happened since the last successful tour year of 1967 ...

1968 — Cardiff City, a second division side from Wales, toured
here and produced disastrous gate receipts.

1969 — The Greek international XI came, and by some
oversight, left nine of their recognised nationsl eleven at home.,

1970 — Manchester City were the tour team, but camo without
internationals Francis Lee and Colin Bell, while a third inter-
nationnl, Mike Summerbes, was unfit to play In any match.

1971 — The English FA sent a team of unknowns hero, and
complotely falled to attract big crowds.

It Is a depressing secies of non-ovents, but thot is not the full
list. For instance, several top European club sides, including
Werder Bremen and Inter Brotislavn, hove dropped in briefly
ond due to bad tour planning, attracted terrible attendances.

It Is not surprising that all Australia looked forward sagerly
10 the 1972 tour here by the illustrious Manchester United. Now
there will not be a United tour, What went wrang?

Surely it must be obvious that, despite the several stories from
the ASF that Manchester United were certain to tour Australia,
nothing had been settled firmly with United, Had contracts been
signed, Manchester United would hardly have dropped out of the
projected tour 5o suddenly, If the Manchester United tour was not,
in fact, definitely on, why did the ASF kid the Australian sport-
ing fans that it was? Would it not have been better for the Fed-
oration to have qualified its tour talk by saying: “We HOPE
Manchester United will come'"?

The men who run Manchester Uniteds affairs are mon of
honour. It is inconceivable that they would make firm promises
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to play matches in Australia and then flippantly pull out,

With due respect to ASF officials, including president Arthur
George und secretary Brian Le Fevre, are these the right men to
negotiate Australian tours by top British clubs? it has been proved
time and again that personal contact achieves far more than any
official letter writing or telephone calls between virtual strangers,
There are a few people in Australia with excellent British contact.
These people know the top managers and directors and secrotaries
in the UK as personal friends, Yet they are never enlisted to assist
the ASF when it is negotiating Australian trips for British
teams.,

It might even be an investment for the ASF to employ & full-
tme Llours organiser to ensure the mistakes of the past few years
are never again repeated. Such 8 man could well get his salary
poid from a percentage of tour profits . . . so he would cost the
Federation virtually nothing,

In fairness to the ASF, however, it must be stated that only
o handful of British clubs could pull in large crowds for friendly
fixtures on a tour of Australis. Those clubs are Manchester
United, Arasenal, Liverpool, Leeds United, and the Glasgaw
giants. Caltic and Rangers, Possibly, Manchester City could be
added to the list — despite the comparative lack of Interest
in City’s 1969 tour here. And Spurs, Chelsea, Everton and Derby
County might also yield reasonable profits — thaugh not a bax
office bonenza.

Possibly the time has come to get away lrom British tour
twoms and invite European sides. There has Leen much talk
olrendy about Bayern Munich coming in 1972, Also Inter Milan,
Judging by the poor crowd when Werder Bremen played in
Sydney, German migrants are just not interested in watching
soccer in Australia's largest city. And, while Inter Milan would,
surgly, be a huge attraction for the Ilwalion community would,
the pull in the disinterested UK migrants or local Aussies?

Perhaps, ss ASF president Arthur George has stated, the days
are over whan the Federation could lean heavily on tour receipt
for much of its annual revenue, Possibly this particular goose has
laid itz last golden egg, And we have no Manchester United visit
to prove, or disprove, that theory,

The greatest day of the year for Sydney's Scottish
community is, without doubt, New Year’s Day.

One of the most popular events at the Highland Gathering is
the five-s-side soccer tournament, featuring teams from England,
Ireland, Australia and, of course, Scotland. For the past four years,
It has been my pleasant duty to manage the English team - not
without success, | may add,

In 1969, Scotland won the tourmament, when | made the
fatal mistake of relying on “exparienced’’ players who just didn't
have tho legs 10 cope with the full sized pitch in near<100 degree
summer heat. In 1870 and 1971, my “new look" Englishmen
won the competition, thanks 10 the sterling effarts of such players
as Stan Ackerley, Danny Walsh, Adrian Alston, Mike Denton,
Pater Wilson and a Scottish “ring-in” Ray Guardiner,

So, a few weeks ago, we had the 1572 Highland Gathering
five-aside soccer, with Jack’s marvels aiming at a hat trick of
victories. It was not to be,

This time, the Scots put ana over an me — by fielding five
men who hadn't taken a drink all day. Worse still, one of their
players wes a little chap called Bobby Colling, who s, surely, one
of the greatest footballers ever to represent Scotland in inter-
national soccer. To add to my problems, Denton and Ackerley
were away on holiday, ond Alston just failed 10 appear, Although
England scraped into the final, at Ireland’s expense, it was a
case of “no contest” whon we played Bobby Collins and his
mates in the final,

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Waestern Australia has once again been asked to apply

Whether this popularity stems from the fact that WA
con be beaten, where the Australian national team
coudn’t, is hard to determine.

But there appears to be ample evidence that Asian
Teams hke to beat Australians.

Soccer's newest landmark in Newcastio — headquarters
of the Northern New South Wales Soccer Federation — is
a two-storey white brick building with design and structure
to rival any of the local leagues clubs.

It is Wallsend S.F.C's naw social club, bullt ot a cost of
$400,000 dollars, and opened officially by Ken Booth MLA — the
foderation’s patron,

Although the club has been operating for twelve monthy, its
official opening coincided with the Wallsend Soccer Club'’s BAth
yeer of existence,

The new building Is on the fringe of the famous Crystal
Palace Ground ond patrons have an excellent alevated view of any
match being played through 3,000 square feet of tinted, armour-
plated glass,

On the ground fioor is the foyer, games room, club ber, T.V.
room, library and major storeroofm. The first {loor contains a 450-
soot-capacity suditorium, Crystal Palace lounge<dining room and
kitchen.  Ancillery offices are also located on this floor,

One of the main features, snd a talking point omong ‘visitors,
is the controversial dining room. The unusual aspect ol the setting
is the red and black wallpaper depicting semi-nude woman from the
early Egyptian era, Finished in a red-sliverish effect, the wallpaper
has had Its admirers and detractors. There is no in-botween—you
elther like it or you don’t,

The board room is beside the library on the ground floor.,

Forty-two people — 22 of them permanently employed and 20
on & cosual basis — look after the needs of more than 2,000
members on the club’s books.

A section of the 3,000 square fest of armour-plate glass that
overlooks the Wallsend club’s playing ares and shelters membars
from the vagariey of winter weather,
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President of the club is Fred Linsley, who has been a staunch
Wallsend supporter for more than 20 years. He hos held the
president’s chair for the past 16 years, The club's secretary-
manager is Ken Ward, who was elected to that position in 1958
after being secretory of the soccer club for the three previous
vears, Vice-president is lIfe-member Jack O'Donnell, whao has held
that office for the past 14 years.

The club i run by a committee of ten, who are elected esach
yeer by members of the club at the annual meeting. Tha standing
committee is: Messrs, D, Hardes, A, Howell, J. Corliss, D. Ninness,
M, Neal, A. Fanwick, A. Harris, J. Llewellyn, L. Buxton and
R, O'Brien,

While the elogant white building with its charcoal trimmings has
usurped the Crystal Palace Ground's features of yasteryear — a
gnarled peppercorn tree at the southern end, and & rustic,
draughty grandstand that still shields spectators from the setting
sun — the club's basic policy has not altered.

“Our aim is to promote soccer at Wallsend," says Ken Ward.
"It has always been that way and will be in the future,”

And the club’s encourasgement of local youth has paid off.

The Wallsand first division team, whose overage sge is just over
23 yeors, was runner-up in the minor pramiership to Weston, and
wis beaten by that team in the grand final,

Although Eston’s 50 grand final win wes a true reflection of the
rival teams’ merits, Wallsend’s players suffered from the effects of
two gruelling games against Hamilton Azzurr in tha drawn pre-
liminary final and igs replay, while Weston was resting,

Despite the severe reverse, team coach Bob Frame, said thot he
was satisfied with the tsam’s efforts and the parformance sugurad
well for 1972,

The grand final is almost certain 1o have ended former inter-
national winger Bruce Morrow's association with the Wallsend
club. He is to be given an open transfer and is expected 1o join
Newcastlo Austral as its coach for 1972,

In one direction, though, the Sydney
soccer scena is making the sort of progress
which should be the anvy of all othars,
Development of the NSW Coaches
Federation home at Parklea Academy has
been remarkable during the past 12
months, Latast step forward at Parklea
was tha official opening last month of
the Academy swimming pool, a magnif-
icant 60ft, pool costing almost $10,000,

The NSW coaches have to be admired
for the courage in tackling this enormous
project. Their bank balance was only a
foew hundred dollars whan they decided
to Invest in the swimming pool,

Since much of the live-in coaching
ot Parkles takes plece in high summer,
when it can get hot in this part of Sydney,
the provision of a pool was considered
on essontial — not & luxury.

The naxt enormous task scheduled at
Parklea is the tearing down of the wooden
dormitory sheds — formerly hen and
duck sheds — and erection of more parm-
anant living quarters for the students.

As asce FIFA coach Dettmar Cramer
said on one of his visits to Parklsa: “You
have a wonderful place hers, and it is a
crodit to everyone who has worked on
it. Sydney soccer should be grateful to
the peopla who set up Parklea Academy.”

Undoubtedly the man deserving most
honour is Charles Valentine, who owns
tha Parklea land, and who leases it to the
Coaches Federation for next to nothing,
Mr Valentine, and his brother Richard,
visit Parklea daily putting in hours of hard
work in the developmaent of the Academy.

And Mrs Charles Valentine works al-
most as hard, in charge of all catering
during the courses at Parklea.

Harold Park, home of Sydney trotting,
could be used ss a soccer ground within
a yevar or two, At least one Sydney club,
with ground problems, fancies using Harold
Park, with its excellent stands, for the
round ball code,

Already architects have examined the
headaches, and their report is expected to
recommend that Harold Park be a soccer
venue,

Although Canterbury have slipped into
second division, the club is determined to
hang on to its star players,

So Ray Pocock, a talented centre-
forward who cost a big transfer fee when
brought from Melbourne last season, seems
destined to play second division — for
st least one yeor.

Said Ray: "It's not much fun dropping
